AL-ANDALUS: AN INTRODUCTION

In the beginning of the eighth century, an Arab-Berber army, under the rulership of the
Umayyad Caliphate, established in Damascus, conquered Hispania, thus putting an end to the
already weakened Visigoth Kingdom.

The objective of this seminar is the introduction to the study of al-Andalus, the Islamic society
which rose in the Iberian Peninsula after the conquest of 711, keeping always in mind its
Mediterranean context. In this sense, and from a critical and multidisciplinary approach, the
seminar will be structured in thematic sessions dedicated to specific aspects such as the
formation of al-Andalus, the political history, the process of Arabization and Islamization,
religious minorities, relations with other political powers, territorial organization, intellectual
and cultural history, or ritual and religiosity.

Participants are expected to familiarize with the basic bibliography provided, as well as
specific readings recommended for each session.
